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Where was your first tournament?
I spent two years training and practicing before I played in my first tournament, which was in Punta Gorda
at the Pickleplex. My friend Jeff Johnson, in his 50s, called me up and said, “Rick, you want to play with me
at the Pickleplex tournament?” I said, “you're asking me to play with you?” I knew he was a 4.0 at the time
when I was just starting and I said, “But Jeff, I know you'd like to win.” He said, “Yeah, I think we can win.” I
called my wife and said, “honey, I've made it!” She said, “what are you talking about?” I said, “Jeff asked me
to play in a tournament, and I know he hates losing. So I must be playing well enough to be able to have a
chance to win.” And sure enough, we won the tournament!

MEMBER SPOTLIGHT: RICK BARRYMEMBER SPOTLIGHT: RICK BARRY
Pro basketball legend Rick Barry was a 13-time All-Star during his NBA and ABA career, from which he
retired in 1980. For the past eight years, he has brought his athletic talents and competitive drive to the
pickleball court, excelling at a high level at age 80+.

How long have you been playing pickleball and how did you get started?
Over eight years now, wow! I would go up to the Villages in Florida. Dick Scott was a guy I met there, a really
good older player, and he introduced me to a lot of other great players there. I would get up very early in
the morning to drive two hours to get there by 8am to be able to play for hours with really good players. I
think the best way to get better is to play against better people. Dick would let me stay over, and Rich Rollins
who’s there with his wife Cassandra, would let me stay over, so then I could play again the next morning.

That was an awesome introduction to my first tournament. Then my goal was to get good enough to win
at a major tournament. After playing and winning a lot of events including PPA events I found that the
competition wasn't all that good, so I decided to play singles and play in all of the major tournaments:
S OPEN, World Seniors, Huntsman World Senior Games (which is not just pickleball) and the USA Pickleball
Nationals and the USSP National Championships.

Where do you mostly play now?
I play wherever I am in Colorado Springs. I spend 5 months there and 7 months in Florida. We have a lot of
great players where I play. I played singles to get ready for tournaments. I was playing against a former top
junior tennis player and several other younger guys in their 40s and 50s.

Would you have played pickleball instead of basketball?
No, I wish I could be 30 now playing basketball with the money they
make, but I'm looking for pickleball tournaments where they do combined
age brackets because I would like to play with my son, Canyon, who's 30.
I'll try to put one together myself if I have to.
